Passage: Psalm 95; Luke 17:11-19 
 
 
 
Background 
 
In the past, “People Priority One” has been a theme around AmaSouth. It was 
supposed to communicate that to God, people are more important than religious 
practice and tradition. But some feel it led us to take our eyes off the One who is 
truly “Number One” most important, and that is God! And our worship, praise, and 
thanksgiving time is supposed to focus us on the fact that He is great and mighty, 
worthy to be praised and honored – what Christ wants is more important than what I 
want! So we want to make sure that at ASC, God is First! 
 
IceBreaker 
 
Did you grow up with a particular worship style or practice? What did they mean to 
you? If you didn’t grow up attending church, what did you think of when someone 
talked about “worship?” 
 
 
Excercise 
 
Spend 10-15 minutes in praise and worship together. Ideas: 
 

 Prepare a list of scriptures of praise and ask different ones to read 
 Listen to some pre-selected praise songs on CD or MP3. 
 Have Group list qualities of Christ that make him worthy of praise & honor! 
 Have Group list actions of Jesus that cause them to give thanks! 
 Have members share special times of worship in their lives and the effect it 

had on them and their relationship with God. 
 
Read & Discuss 
 

<Read Psalm 95> 
 
 What are some of the names used to refer to God in this passage? What other 

names can you think of from scripture, and why are they important? 
 

 
 What activity connects you and help you feel God’s presence most often or 

most directly? Scripture reading? Singing? Prayer? Meditation? 
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 Scripture often talks about physical posture in relationship to worship and 
praise (i.e. bowed down, kneeling, hands lifted, prostration, etc.). Do you 
think these have an impact on people for worship? How? 

 
 What emotional impact is worship intended to have on the worshiper? Is God 

pleased when our emotions enter into worship time? 
 

 How does praise and thanksgiving help form our thoughts and priorities? In 
what ways does it clarify our role and place in our relationship with God? 

 
 

<Read Luke 17:11-19> 
 
 The ten men in the story cry out to Jesus because they have a need. What did 

they want from him? 
 
 They receive the healing they want while on the way to see the priest. Do you 

think they were all pleased? Thankful? What is the difference? 
 

 Only one of the ten returns to Jesus, and it says this man is a Samaritan, 
basically an outcast in Jewish society. How much does our background 
determine how we see Jesus, and how we respond to him? 

 
 Who was Jesus, in the eyes of the other nine lepers? 

 
 Why do you suppose the Lord doesn’t just come into our lives with lots of 

perks and miracles, in order to draw us to him? Are we always appreciative of 
the things he brings into our lives? 

 
 
Apply 
 

 
 Do you ever take time in your personal Quiet Time with God to worship? What 

form does that take? What physical posture are you in at these times? 
 
 Have you ever been in a situation like these lepers, where God answered your 

requests in a great way, and you forgot all about him in the aftermath? What 
does thanksgiving do for us that will not happen without it? 

 
 
Pray 
 

 Spend a few minutes strictly in “Adoration,” that is, prayer that praises God 
for who he is. Try to get everyone to voice a sentence or two. 

 
 Next, give thanks for all the great things he has done in your life, both in 

history and in your personal life.
