Lesson: “Traveling South”
Passage: See Below

Background

Our relationships with God and one another have always been more about a process,
going on a journey, than about a destination. In the book of Acts, it is often
described with the term the Way. This is to show this essential character or our lives
in Christ — a pathway from who we used to be to who God wants us to be. And it
goes on our whole lives.

At Amarillo South, we have described this path using the Traveling South Roadmap.
It shows 3 essential activities (Weekend Assembly/Life Groups/Ministry Teams), and
5 areas of growth for a Full-E Devoted Disciple. Each member should be pursuing the
five in the context of the three for their own spiritual health and growth!

» What term is used in common in all these passages to describe the church?
Have you ever noticed this term the Way before, or thought about why it
was used to describe following Christ?



» Think of the two terms Commissary and Caravan. List characteristics of
each. Which is a better description of how God intends for his people to live in
the world? Is this usually how most people experience the church? Why or
why not?

» How would you describe a full-grown disciple of Jesus? What separates
him/her from an immature believer?

» We have described a Full-E Devoted Disciple at Amarillo South using 5
essential areas of growth. Can you list them? Do you think these cover all the
vital parts of a mature follower of Christ?

EXALTATION - "Where God is first.”

EDIFICATION - "In the Word”

EVANGELISM - "Putting in a good word for Jesus.”
ENCOURAGEMENT - "Where people are loved.”
EXTERNALLY-FOCUSED - "Everyone is a minister.”
EXPANDING OUR TENTS - "in Amarillo and around the world.”
